Farm League Rules   Revised 03/09

General

1. All players must be registered members of the Douglas, Mendon, Blackstone and Upton Youth Softball League.

2. All players must wear uniforms consisting of shirts and hats/visors.  They must also wear rubber spikes or sneakers; no flip flops or open toed shoes allowed.

3. Players are not allowed to wear jewelry of any kind.

4. The decision to call a game off due to weather/field conditions or due to school events will be made by head coaches of both teams prior to starting time.  Make up games, if needed, will be played at the end of the season.

5. Games will be one hour long.

6. Players must remain in the dugout or on the bench when not playing in the field.  The on-deck batter may warm up.

7. All injuries must be reported to the leagues of those teams participating in the game.

8. All coaches will have on hand the emergency forms (registration forms) at all practices and games.

9. Each team must have an emergency kit on hand with gloves, band aids, ice packs, gauze etc.

10. An eleven (11) inch hard softball will be used as standard for all games.

11. Coaches will pitch ten pitches to a batter.  Discretion will be used in this matter.  After the ten pitches the batter will take position on first base and runners will rotate where necessary.

12. Field positions will be rotated at the beginning of each inning.  

13. The batting team’s head coach will call the outs.  If there is a question the runner will be safe.

14. All children will bat.  It will be coach’s discretion to allow the batting order to run through two times. A low number of players on a roster can make this desirable but both coaches must agree.

15. Number of outs in an inning will not be counted.

16. Score will not be kept.

17. The batting order which is established prior to the game shall include all girls on the team that are present and shall remain unchanged for the duration of the game.  If a player arrives late she shall be added to the end of the existing batting order.

18. All hits will be limited to singles.  Coaches discretion as the season progresses. 

19. If a batter is hit with a coaches pitch it will be coaches discretion on whether to walk the batter or continue.

20. Batters should be instructed not to throw their bats. (this is after a hit and they are running to first.  When the girls are excited sometimes the bat accidentally goes flying.)

21. Batting helmets with chin straps secured must be worn while batting and running the bases.

NOTE:  The guidelines contained above represent the general rules by which play is conducted.  Any aspects for play which are not covered by these documents will be governed by the current ASA Rules and Regulations as published for the upcoming year.
